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Colel Chabad is the oldest continuously operating Tzedakah 
organization in Israel. It was established in 1788 by Rabbi Schneur 
Zalman of Liadi, founder of Chabad Lubavitch, and has been 
personally overseen by each one of our Rabbeim since.

Our Rebbe appealed to Anash, “every member of Anash is 
constantly obligated to remember the greatness of the tzedakah 
of Rabbi Meir Baal Haness, as commanded by our holy Rabbeim. 
It is the personal responsibility of each man and woman, in all 
places and at all times, for every generation. The holy brochos 
which our Rabbeim gave to all those who help this holy tzedakah 
are everlasting and eternal.” The Rebbe concludes, “The merit of 
this tzedakah is great enough to awaken goodness from above and 
to draw down enormous brochos upon each and every participant 
and their families for all their needs, both material and spiritual.”

The Colel Chabad pushka continues to be the symbol of 
pure tzedakah, gracing tens of thousands of homes and offices 
throughout the world.

Putting in a few coins into a Colel Chabad pushka is a great 
mitzvah and segulah for Hashem’s blessings on all occasions, in joy 
and in need. It is especially important to place a few coins in the 
pushka before lighting Shabbos candles and after Havdalah.

Following, you will find some excerpts of letters from the 
Rebbe about the importance of giving tzedekah to Colel Chabad 
before lighting Shabbos candles and after Havdalah and its unique 
segulahs including conceiving, healthy pregnancy, health, troubled 
dreams, Sholom Bayis, finding lost objects and many others.
